COURSE CHANGES:  The general deadline for course changes is September 19, 
2008.  Course changes requested after this date must include parental permission, 
teacher approval and administrative approval on an  ‘Application for Course 
Change’ form.

 PASSPORT TO EDUCATION:  The Passport to Education Program recognizes 
and rewards student achievement in Grades 10 – 12 in a broad range of academic


and non-academic areas according to guidelines set out by the Ministry of 


Education.  The intent of the program is to motivate all students to study 


consistently during the years leading to graduation, and to encourage secondary


school students to pursue further education through post-secondary institutions


and job-training programs.  Passport awards are used to further students’ post-


secondary education and job training.

If you plan on post-secondary education be sure to check prerequisites.  We urge 
you to complete more than just the minimum requirements because this may give 

you the edge over other applicants if enrollment is limited at the institute of your 

 choice.  Be aware that a “B” average is often the minimum requirement for most 

institutions due to limits on enrollment.

4.  
Hope Secondary School may not offer courses for all programs.  You are advised 

to speak to the counsellors regarding distance education and other possible  

options.

A Word of Caution:
It is a reasonably easy task for the majority of our students to graduate with the minimum requirements.  However, we at Hope Secondary encourage all of our students to complete more than just the bare minimum.  It is so important that every student select a course of studies that is personally meaningful and then strive for an enviable record of achievement. and universities.  Areas of study include:  Number & Number Operations, Geometry, 

Measurement, and Algebra.   A scientific calculator is required.

EMA 9 - Essentials of Mathematics 9

Designed for students who will benefit from study in applied mathematical operations 

related to Number & Number Operations, Geometry, Measurement, and Algebra.  


A scientific calculator is required.

MA 10 - Principles of Mathematics 10

A more detailed and complex extension of MA 9.  


Areas of study include:  Number & Number Operations, Data Analysis, Trigonometry, 

and Algebra.    A scientific or graphing calculator is required.

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MODERN LANGUAGES: FRENCH and ENGLISH COURSES
FR 9 - French   Communi-quete  2  is the main text.  Grammatical structures become
increasingly sophisticated.  All instructions and some explanations are given in French.


Students are expected to ask for information in French.    **A minimum mark of 60% in 
French 8 is recommended.
FR 10 - French    Communi-quete 3 is the basic text.  All instructions and most explanations are


given in French.  Students are expected to write 100 word paragraphs and speak French


as much as possible.

FR 11 - French      Destinations 4 is the main text.  This class is conducted almost entirely in


French.  Writing and reading skills are emphasized.  Students are expected to converse


in French as much as possible.
FR 12 - French   Destinations 5 is the main text.  This class is conducted entirely in French.


Students are expected to write longer compositions, analyze prose and poetry and 


continue to improve their spoken French.
EN 11 - English     Provides students with the opportunity to read and appreciate truly fine 
literature, with a focus on modern literary works and Shakespearean drama.  Effective 
speaking, writing, and thinking skills are further developed.

COM 11 - Communications     Designed to assist students who have experienced difficulty in 
traditional English courses. This course focuses on English fundamentals and 
improvement of  communication skills.

YFIS 11 - Film Studies   This is not a film production class, but rather a course that focuses on 


writing about movies.  This course will develop the students’ ability to critically analyze


film.  It will enable them to better understand and look for layers of meaning in movies in


similar ways as they are required to respond to novels, poetry, and short stories in English


11 and 12.  We will view a wide range of movies representing a diversity of genres from


past classics to critically-acclaimed contemporary films.

EN 12 - English     Designed to provide students with skills to develop a critical approach to 
literature.  English 12 emphasizes critical analysis of a variety of forms of literature and 
communication including modern and Shakespearean drama, poetry, essays, novels and 
media literacy. Students are assisted in developing a mature and unique writing style in a 
variety of forms.  

COM 12 - Communications     A course in practical English, designed for students who do not 
plan to pursue academic university or college transfer studies.  This course allows 
admittance to many post-secondary vocational programs.  Students should elect this 
course after EN 11 only if  they have experienced difficulty with the literature and 
composition demands of EN 11.

WR 12 - Writing     Writing 12 introduces students to different styles and forms of writing.


The course focuses on journalistic and creative writing, and focuses on making a 
student’s writing powerful and effective.  The class is also responsible for a 


publication of sorts, either a newspaper or magazine.

LIT 12 – Literature   This elective course surveys English literature from the beginning of the 
Anglo-
Saxon period to the mid twentieth century. An introduction to the history of each 
period as it relates to literature, a fair sampling of the poetry, prose and drama of each 
period, and the verse forms and styles of literature comprise the course content.

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SCIENCE

BI 11 - Biology

This life science course includes the following topics:  major animal groups; vertebrates 
and invertebrates; bacteria & viruses; symptoms of epidemic diseases; major plant groups 
with emphasis on recognition of local species; bioethics; etc.  Students are expected to 
participate in local field trips and the resulting lab identification work that is an integral 
part of the course.  Good work habits are essential.
BI 12 - Biology

This course covers Human Biology, Cell Biology, Molecular Biology.  It is of particular 

value to students planning to take post-secondary courses in biology, botany, kinesiology, 
nursing, physical education, psychology, zoology.  Good work habits are essential.

CH 11 - Chemistry

Reactions, and Acid-based reactions.  Laboratory work comprises a significant part of the 
course.

PH 11 - Physics


Students explore topics related to waves, optics, mechanics, energy, momentum, and 
special relativity.   Laboratory work comprises a significant part of the course.  A 
scientific calculator is required.  Good work habits are essential.

Expands upon topics from Physics 11, stressing 2-D problems and vector analysis.

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SOCIAL STUDIES
SS 11 - Social Studies

The overall theme is one of responsible citizenship.  Topics studied include government, politics, the 
Charter of Rights, current environmental issues, and events of the twentieth century from a Canadian 
perspective.

FNS 12 - B.C. First Nations Studies 12

A study of First Nations influences in art, literature, education, geography, history, tradition, land 
rights, resources, and culture.  Students learn about these topics through guest speakers, projects, 
field trips, debate, videos, written materials and oral traditions.

YFNS 11 - B.C. First Nations Studies 11


Students will explore cultural teachings and learning through concentration on the seasonal 


activities and ceremony of the aboriginal people of the Upper Fraser Valley.
GEOG 12 - Geography


Explores the interrelationships between physical and human geography.  Two major fields of study 
are Systems of the Earth (atmosphere, lithosphere, biosphere, hydrosphere); and Human Geography 
(cultural, social, political, economic). Uses of resources and the concept of sustainability are the 
connection used to bring the physical and human aspects together.  

HI 12 - History

Examines the forces, events, personalities, and institutions that have shaped the modern world. 
Topics studied are:  The Study of History; Aftermath of WW l, Roaring Twenties, Great Depression; 
USA and USSR as emerging world powers - including the Russian Revolution and its effects; 
Interwar Period - Rise of Nazi Germany; WW ll; Post WW ll - Cold War to 1991. 

LAW 12 - Law

Surveys general principles of civil and criminal law and is designed to give students a general 
concept of their responsibilities and rights, including relevant case studies and statutes.

YPSY 11 - Psychology

Why do people behave the way they do?  This course examines the various theories which attempt to 
explain human behaviour; and some of the stronger human emotions of anger, fear, depression, 
frustration, stress, etc.  Students will also look at how society and peers influence behaviours.


TRM 11 - Tourism










An introduction to the provincial, Canadian, and international tourism industry and its sectors.  
Besides learning effective communication, sales, and customer service skills, students will have the 
opportunity to complete and achieve certification in SuperHost, Heritage Interpreter, Local Tour 
Guiding, and Adventure Tourism programs.  Extensive use of the internet is an important tool in this 
course.
TRM 12 - Tourism







       


Students build on the knowledge gained in TRM 11, studying trends, entrepreneurial and   


employment opportunities in the industry, and how to economize one’s travel.  Major tourism 
projects are a significant part of the course.  Internet research skills will be further developed.
ASK 11TM - Applied Skills Tourism, INT/BC



       



Topics will vary according to when students enter the program.  First semester focuses on 
international tourism; second semester on B.C. tourism.  Students who enter in second semester will 
have the opportunity to achieve various Tourism certificates.  Please see TRM 11 for further details.

YEDP 11 - Education for Peace 


Have you ever thought that you play a role in helping to create world peace?  This course will cover


concepts such as unity and diversity, current worldviews, human natures, development of world


civilization and wages world culture can transform from a culture of war into a culture of peace.  


Pease-based conflict resolution strategies will be studied and practiced at the school and community


levels.  This course involves both academic work and personal action.

TECHNOLOGY EDUCATION
TEW 10 - Woodwork Technology - Level 1






Students are introduced to basic machine tool practices by building a mandatory project.  Students then work on a problem-based project and finish the year with a third project of their

own choice or design.  Students must purchase the materials for their third project.

CJ 11 - Carpentry and Joinery
 - Level 2






Expands on prior knowledge and introduces advanced machine tool processes.  Students will produce two or three projects, which form the basis for student assessment.  Students are required to purchase the materials used to build their final projects.

CJ 12 - Carpentry and Joinery – Level 3






Utilizes skills learned in CJ 11 to produce two or three projects.  Design and planning are emphasized throughout the course.  Assessment will include projects as well as a design portfolio.   Students are required to purchase the materials used to build their final projects.

TEM 10 - Metalwork Technology






Students are introduced to basic metalworking tools, skills, and practices by building mandatory projects.  Topics covered include: art metal; jewelry making; oxyfuel welding; and various joining processes.  Students will have an opportunity to design and build their own projects.

MFMAF 11 - Metal Fabrication & Machining




Areas covered include gas, Mig and arc welding, foundry work, forging, heat treatment of metals, and advanced tool operation.  Students will be required to build mandatory projects, but will have the opportunity to design and construct their own projects.

MFMAF 12 - Metal Fabrication & Machining




In-depth instruction in one or more of the trades related to welding and machining, or metal fabrication.  The course is run like a work setting, with students required to do shop projects as well as designing and constructing their own projects.  Useful to any student interested in trades

MAST 11/12 – Ace-It (Auto Service Technician)



This program is a dual credit, 2 year commitment which allows students to receive 24 high school credits as well as credit toward their first year Automotive apprenticeship.  It covers all the components of a Level One automotive journeyman ticket as well as many other aspects of the automobile.  Successful students can begin their second year of an automotive apprenticeship immediately following high school.

YSCTTA 12 – Trades Exploration
Trades Discover A is designed as an introduction to multiple trades through a project based course at the grade 11/12 level.  Disciplines of exploration will include Carpentry/Framing, Residential Electrical Wiring, Residential Plumbing, Residential HVAC/Sheet Metal, Cabinetry/Joinery, Finish Carpentry, Drywall/Interior Finishing, Roofing/Exterior Finishing.  Through a partnership with Britco Manufacturing, students at Hope Secondary will participate in a mandatory 40-hour work experience component of the Course to be completed during the year at the Agassiz plant.

AT 11 - Automotive Technology








Approximately 50% theory and 50% practical, this course deals with the operation and 

maintenance of basic automotive systems such as fuel injection, brakes, suspension, etc.  

Students work on practical labs and will be given the opportunity to work on their own 

vehicles.

AT 12 - Automotive Technology








Provides an in-depth look at the systems of an automobile and exposes students to 
assorted diagnostic equipment.  Basic auto maintenance and body repair are also 
included.  As this is a practical course, students are encouraged to bring in their own 
vehicles to work on.

TED 10 - Computer Drafting & Design




An introduction to scale drawings complete with separate views, dimensions, and details.

TPA 11 - Introduction to Performance Acting

Pre-requisite:  Drama 10 credit or permission from course instructor.  For students in


grades 10, 11 or 12.  This course is a continuation of Drama 10 and intends to build on


skills and approaches learned in this course, though a stronger emphasis on acting, 


character and script development, performance and presentation.  Public performance


will be a requirement and there is an expectation that students are prepared for the 


necessary commitment level.
TPA 12 - Advanced Performance Acting

Pre-requisite:  Theatre 11 credit, for students in grade 11 or 12.  Students continue to 


develop and refine the acting skills first introduced in Theatre 11.  Stronger emphasis


will be made on range of acting and character capabilities, and further exploration of


different genres and styles of theatre.
